EXERCISE YOUR CONSTITUTIONAL RIGHTS 
Questions delivered by a registered lobbyist puts candidate’s on the spot!

(Sacramento) – As Americans focus on the 4th of July holiday and campaign ‘08, questions about our Freedoms and Constitutional Rights arise, especially when it concerns the ability for potential voters to ask questions of their candidates and get solid answers.  
“Because 2008 is a watershed election, www.AskTheCandidate.org has been designed to protect rights, spur political involvement and make a difference,” Michael Ross, the site’s creator said. “Today’s technology gives consumers the ability to get a question to a candidate and have them to answer it in a clear, focused, honest & cost effective way before they vote.”
“If a candidate can’t answer a question, then they don’t deserver a voter’s vote,” Ross said.
Focusing on California politics (initially), the website helps voters contact candidates at all levels, and helps them send letters that ask question of those candidates. Candidates range from President & Congress, to the State Senate and Assembly. Local races are also included. 
“Writing a letter is a very valuable tool in both business and politics,” Ross continued. “It’s amazing at how few individuals know how to write any type of letter that expresses their political opinion, let alone ask a question of an elected official that will get an answer.”

The site helps potential voters get involved in two ways. First, it takes them to a message board where they can post both questions and comments, as well as discuss the answers (or lack thereof) with other potential voters. When posted, the campaign will be notified of the question and asked to respond. The media in the candidate’s district will also be notified and asked to do a story on the letter. Program two helps potential voters create a hard copy letter for distribution by a lobbyist to the candidate for a nominal sum of $1.49 per letter. 
“The letter will be delivered by a lobbyist because lobbyists get answers,” Ross said.  “We need every potential voter to become involved in the ‘08 campaign because it will expand and protect our Constitutional Rights, make our country stronger and capture the 4th of July’s spirit.”
As the site grows, candidates in all states, at all levels will be included. Additionally,  potential voters will be able to submit letters in support/opposition of legislation at all levels
“We expect candidates to answers the questions and we will make a point of telling voters to vote only for candidates that answer questions”, Ross continued. “We hope that the questions will expand the community’s debate and help elect the best candidate for the district.”
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
